Furthermore, all the personnel of the Office
of the Permanent Secretary will perform official duties in accordance with rules, regulations
and the cabinet resolutions or regulations issued under the law, including strictly observing
and conducting oneself in accordance with ethical standards, the Civil Service Code of Ethics

and the Code of Ethics for Teachers and Educational Personnel.
